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PUBLIC LAND ALLOCATION ANNOUNCEMENT BY 

THE MINISTRY OF CULTURE AND TOURISM

Public lands specified in the present specification are to be allocated to local and foreign investors (entrepreneurs) for touristic investments pursuant to the provisions of Tourism Incentive Law No. 2634, as amended by the Law No. 4975 and  Article 8 of the “Regulations for Public Land Allocation for Tourism Investments”, enacted on the basis said law. 


1- Potential investors are requested to submit the required information and documents in accordance with  Art. 10 of the “Regulation for Public Land Allocation for Tourism Investments” and “Public Land Allocation Specification for Tourism Investors 2004/1” by 16.30 hours , on 26.03.2004 at latest in person to Bakanlık Genel Evrağı, (Turizm Bürosu) İsmet İnönü Bulvarı No: 5. Submissions by mail shall not be taken into consideration. Additional information and documents may be required by the Ministry at evaluation phase. 


2-  All information and documents to be submitted by investors must be in Turkish. All information and documents may be submitted in foreign language providing that the Turkish translations thereof are presented with certification by a Turkish Consulate abroad or a respective consulate in Turkey. The certified translation text shall be taken as the basis in evaluation. 

          3- The local and foreign investors, applying for a public land allocation within the stipulated period, are required to submit a bid bond for a valueof 5% of the approximate total investment cost for the investments located in tourism areas and tourism centers and a bid bond for a value of 1% of the approximate total investment cost for the investments outside of said areas and centers. Applications without a bid bond shall not be taken into consideration.


Investors may apply for several plots. However, a separate file shall be prepared for each plot and the Bid Bonds for values  at the above rates as per the total investment  costs and the specifications purchase receipt or bank receipt shall be enclosed into the related file. 


The Ministry shall return the information, documents and the bid bonds of investors who have not been granted a preliminary permit. The investors may obtain the application files and the bid bonds personally within a period of 15 (fifteen) days after conclusion of the allocation evaluation with a letter of authorization issued to their name. Said documents shall be returned by mail in the event of failure in collection thereof personally. However, the Ministry shall not be held responsible for the delays and losses in mail. 


4- Selections  shall  be realized from among the applications by the authorized boards of the Ministry within the framework of the provisions  of Tourism Incentive Law No. 2634, as amended by Law No. 4957, Regulations for Public Land Allocation for Tourism Investments, and guidelines stipulated in these specifications.

5- The Ministry may invite investors of efficient qualifications as  deemed necessary, during the evaluation phase of the applications. 


In the negotiation phase, Ministry may make certain recommendations related with development of the regional characteristics such as implementation of infrastructure, harmonization of investment with the region and  product development. Ministry may require direct contribution for the realization of infrastructure, in relation with the type of investment and region, for the approved land allocations. In case of acceptance of the Ministry’s recommendations, those issues will be announced to the potential investors who have received preliminary permit and a letter of guarantee will be required to evidence their agreement in the preliminary permit phase. 


6- Investors shall submit information on the manner in which the investment financing shall be realized in their applications (own sources, foreign sources to be obtained from inland and abroad). 


7- The investors shall pay to the Ministry of Finance, the amounts at rates, defined in the annexed “Public Land to be Allocated” list for the immovables over the their annual revenue (turnover) as of the date on which the Tourism License is issued to the facility to be constructed, in addition to the lease amount as stipulated in the allocation specifications. Half of the determined amount shall be collected for the initial three years. 


8- The investor shall affirm and accept no compensation claims of any kind or under any name shall be made against the Ministry for liquidated or indirect losses in the event of failure in delivery of the land, for which the allocation announcement is made, to the investor due to compulsory causes or emergence of legal, administrative or financial reasons preventing realization of the investment without a fault attributable to the Ministry subsequent to the delivery. In the event of such case, the Ministry shall not be held responsible in any way other than returning of the bond to the investors.

In the event non-allocation of the plots applied by the investors, the Ministry may recommend any of the plots announced for allocation according to the characteristics of the investment and the investors.

Ziraat Bankası – Ulus Heykel Branch, and the wording “”fee for the 2004/1 Allocation Specifications” shall be written in the explanations section. A signed statement evidencing that all terms and conditions stipulated in the Specifications have been accepted shall be enclosed along with the Specifications receipt for submission to the Ministry as a prerequisite of validity of their application.

GENERAL ASSESSMENT PRINCIPLES OF EVALUATION

With the changes in the Tourism Incentive Law No: 2634 and the Ministry’s approach within framework of developing Turkish tourism, Public land allocation is considered as the tool for:

A. Incitement of tourism investments,


B. Achievement of planned and sustainable tourism policy approach by channeling development trends of our tourism products.


1- During the evaluation of applications related with the new investment areas which are introduced  to the investors’ information and interest by the Ministry of Culture and Tourism; the applicable approach shall be prioritizing of the principles of:
· Managing the change from the establishment oriented product development and marketing to region oriented development and marketing approach,

· Utilization of instruments of land allocation, planning and investment guidance within the tourism satellite zones approach ,

· Achievement of this approach to the possible extent starting from the investment characteristics (e.g. type, capacity, conceptual approach, interaction with the environment)  in the areas where land allocation  can be made on the plot allocation basis only,

· Giving significance to ventures aiming at product diversification and providing characteristics to the region in regions with relatively developed marketing possibilities,  

· Carrying out the optimal dimensions of investment and marketing in newly developing areas and especially those with marketing limitations for many reasons.


2- Direct foreign investments shall be considered as positive elements in accordance with the general economic policies of the country with due consideration of other criteria.


3- Incitement of ventures shall be given significance in such fields as tour operators, chain management, new theme and concept design and development that have knowledge and know-how  which can be assessed with objective criteria. 


4- In applications made for several investments, investments planned in the regions which are going through the beginning and development phase shall be considered positively. 


5- The capacity improvements to be realized with the new allocations in especially the relatively developed regions shall be considered as a criteria by the Ministry in terms of outputs of the marketability and supply- demand / product – price relations being stipulated, planned and analyzed (containing a solution), in the evaluation to be realized. 

6- In addition to the stipulated criteria, those making an application for allocation in regions which are relatively developed and simultaneously undertaking an investment at the regions where tourism development is foreseen shall be taken into consideration. 

Quality and quantity of the investments shall be taken into consideration in the evaluation of the applications within the framework of the above principles, and evaluations related with the investors shall be made in terms of realization of said investment in an optimal methods and conditions. 

 In this scope, assessment shall be realized with the consideration of the following:

I- Regarding the qualities of the proposed investment:

· Suitability to the general tourism policies foreseen by the Ministry,

· Suitability to the qualities and needs of the region of the investment,

· Suitability to the general environmental values and physical, social and cultural environment ,

· Suitability to the general employment and human resources policies with qualities and quantities,

· Suitability to the general economic policies,

· Suitability of processes related with realization to the region and general policies,

· Burdens to environment which is located and technical infrastructure, and approaches and contribution for solution,

· Ability in terms of fulfillment of tourism demands developing and diversifying in terms of product quality and content,

· Management and marketing strategy,

· Added value to be created. 

II-
Regarding the qualities of the investor:

· A convincing opinion that the investment undertaken shall be realized on the basis of documents to be submitted to the Ministry,

· Capacity, accumulation and past performance evidencing  that the investor is capable of realizing an investment of such scale, 

· Experience and the position in the international markets, 

· Relations with the global labels, chain management and tour operation systems,

· Internal and international experience about tourism management and marketing,

· Availability of other investments in the tourism sector. 

The ministry may require revisions related with the characteristics of the intended investment from the investors at the evaluation phase. 

The applications will be concluded by the authorized councils or the Ministry with due consideration of above mentioned principles and within the frame work of “Tourism Incentive Law, No: 2634”  and  “Regulations on Allocation of Public Land to Tourism Investors”.

GENERAL CONDITIONS AND APPLICATION DOCUMENTS FOR PUBLIC LAND ALLOCATION


The following information and documents are to  be submitted together with an index list to the  Ministry of Culture and Tourism General Document Service (Tourism Bureau) Ismet Inönü Bulvarı No: 5 Emek – Ankara  address.

           DOCUMENTS AND INFORMATION  REQUIRED FROM THE INVESTORS :


1) Statement and its enclosure investor information form,


2) Location of requested land,

3) Information about establishment,


"Conceptual Approach Report"  will be enclosed to the portfolio which will include the operation and marketing model of the investment, the suitability and compatibility with the characteristics and the requirements of the region, the infrastructure information, the interaction with the environment, the contribution to fulfillment of environmental requirements, employment and human resources issues, to constitute the basis for examination of the attractiveness and compatibility in the national and international market.

The investor can offer changes in the plan and type of the investment appropriate to the general concept stipulated in the specifications. Conformity of this proposal with the general guidelines of the specifications will be evaluated by the Ministry. But this offer should not target solely on pure profitability of the investment and should aim at contributing to the quality of the region.


4) Approximate total investment cost of the facility

 
The information about the approximate total investment costs are explained in the  example calculations provided on page 24. Said examples are given to provide a general idea to investors and the total investment cost, found with  this calculation method, will be used in the calculation of preliminary and final land allocation bid bond letter and land leasing costs. The unit costs given in the table are approximate values and calculation of letter of guarantees and land leasing costs during preliminary and final land allocation period will be made according to unit costs determined by Turkish Development Bank General Directorate for the year. Investor may provide a total investment cost, calculated by his own method in the ‘’Conceptual Approach Report’’ but this will not be taken into account in the calculations, mentioned above.

 
5) Investment time table 


The beginning and completion phases of investment after reception of investment certificate from the Ministry, will be shown on the example ‘’Investment Time Table’’ given in the appendix. 

The investments are completed within 2 (two) years as of the date of granting of the easement  unless another date is mentioned by the Ministry on the preliminary land allocation period.
The Ministry will determine the maximum periods for realization of the investment by regarding the characteristics of the region and quality of the investment and finalize it with the negations with the investor. The investment realization period determined in the negotiations shall be concluded as a commitment.  Failure in complying with said periods and request for period extension, shall be a cause for application of the compensation to be determined as per the negotiations, in exclusion of reasonable causes occurring without the fault of the investor. 

6) Information on financing
The investor shall present the financing model considered for the investment and the related supporting documents to the Ministry. 


In addition, investors who have been granted the public land allocation by the Ministry, shall not be entitled to make changes in the firm’s share structure until the construction is completed and the Tourism Operation License is issued. 


7) Information on the potential investors:

Investors applying as either a real, legal person or a consortium shall submit documents related with industrial and commercial relations, tourism activities, assets, cash status (financial facilities) tax payments and subsidiaries in order to  evidence their qualifications in terms of realization of the intended investments. 


The investors may present the estimated prices of the ongoing works and the profit expected from said investments on an annual basis if deemed necessary. In this case the work type, estimated price and period shall be documented along with the client institution. 


Investors applying as a legal person and consortium may declare their personal assets in the event of an intent to channel said assets to the investment. 


The investors shall also present the sources to be allocated to the investment with financial analysis report and fund flow tables, sworn financial consultant reports in addition to the documents and information to be submitted to the Ministry. 


8) Applicable requirements: 


Application for a public land allocation may be made as real or legal person.


Real or legal persons who shall be granted a preliminary permit as a result of the evaluation to be realized pursuant to the “Regulations on Allocation of Public Land to the Tourism Investments” shall realize the following within the preliminary permit period: 


8.1. Pursuant to Article 15 of the “Regulations on Allocation of Public Land to the Tourism Investments”, the Investors shall submit a final and unlimited bid bond for a value of 5% of the total investment cost for the investments in Tourism Areas and Tourism Centers and for a value of 1% for investments outside said areas and centers,  to the Ministry within a period of 1 month.


8.2. Due to the requirement of the allocation being made to an existing/future  joint stock company, which has registered tourism among its field of activities, pursuant to the provisions of the Turkish Law of Commerce and/or the Foreign Capital Incentive Law, a joint stock company shall be incorporated in the preliminary permit period. 


8.3. In the event of establishment of a partnership other than the company which has been granted the preliminary permit and which has tourism as one of its fields of activities, the required documents shall be submitted to the General Directorate of Investments and Operations. 


8.4. The tourism Investment Certificate shall be issued for the name of the selected company and application shall be made to the Ministry for the final allocation. 


8.5. The capital of the joint stock company shall not be less than 50% of the total investment cost of the subject facility of the preliminary permit to be calculated with the method defined in the specifications or the amount of its debts shall not be more than 50% of the total investment cost. 


8.6. The share of the real and/or real persons in the joint stock company to be incorporated cannot fall below 51%. 


8.7. The investor agrees and accepts act in compliance with the provisions of the “Regulations on Allocation of Public Land to Tourism Investments” and “Public Land Allocation Announcement (2004/1)”, “Specifications for  Allocation of Public Land to Tourism Investments (2004/1)” and the decisions to be reached by the Ministry with regards to the problems that may occur in the future.  


8.8. In the event of cancellation of the final allocation process, the investor shall accept the relinquishment of easement at the land register. 


8.9. The investor shall complete the construction with the construction license to be obtained following the final allocation date within the framework of the “Investment Time Table” in compliance with the period determined by the Ministry. The compensation stipulated under Article 5 shall be applicable in the event of failure in compliance with the time table without a reasonable cause. 


8.10. General Conditions for the Implementation of Infrastructure:


8.10.1. The infrastructure constructions shall not commence until the designs related with the infrastructure facilities, which shall be realized by the investors or to which the investors shall contribute, until they are approved by the Ministry and/or the related public institutions.  


8.10.2. The Ministry may require contribution to the development of the technical infrastructure for the allocations deemed appropriate depending on the quality of the region or offered investments. Final allocation shall not be made in the event of failure in payment of the contribution share. 


8.10.3. The investor shall take all measures to prevent disturbance of the facilities in operation in neighboring plots during the construction of the facility. 


8.10.4. Environmental pollution shall not be caused. 


8.10.5. Investors who are granted a preliminary permit for the infrastructure designs and applications shall become members of the units and/or companies incorporated / to be incorporated at the location. Moreover, incorporation of infrastructure companies may be required by the Ministry from the investors for the areas in which incorporation of a union and/or company is stipulated in the specifications. 

8.10.6.  For the areas without Implementation Plan, Implementation Plan and maps will be obtained by the potential investor and shall be submitted to Ministry or the relevant authority for approval within a period of four months. Within this period approved geological or geotechnical survey reports shall also be submitted with the plans.

9. During the preliminary permit and final allocation periods, in the event of realization of the facility becoming impossible due to disputes emerging at the related local administrations and the public institutions (plan approval, land ownership disputes, construction and housing license problems and / or determination as an area of preservation) the Ministry shall not be responsible against the investor, except for returning of the bond to the investor. The investor shall not be entitled to any claims in this case.   

10. The utilization fee (easement, land rights,  lease) for the first year of the subject land of allocation shall be determined as per Article 19 of the Regulations on Allocation of Public Land to the Tourism Investments”. The date of issuance of the Tourism Investment Certificate, capacity and the per bed costs determined by the General Directorate of Turkish Development Bank Inc. Co. for the respective year shall be taken as the basis for the  determination of said fee. However, said annual lease fee shall be redetermined for the periods determined in the easement/land right agreements to be signed between the Ministry of Finance and the firm for the subsequent years. 


Regarding the immovables under the ownership of the Special Provincial Administration or Municipalities, which are included into the specifications, the Ministry shall determine the investor and notify the related administration. The investor shall execute the subsequent processes with the administration. Issues related with lease and payment terms, guarantee values and operations shall be  determined in the lease contract to be signed between the firm to be selected by the Ministry and the related administration. The shares to be collected from the annual revenue at rates defined in these specifications, shall be paid to the Special Provincial Administration or the Municipality. 


11- During the procedure of transforming the preliminary permit to allocation, the investor shall submit to the Ministry a termless performance bond, at an amount of 10 % of the total investment cost for the allocation period within a month following the date of delivery of the allocation by the ministry.


12- All annual payments and the shares to be collected from the annual income for the allocated land shall be paid in time as stated in the principles and fundamentals of the agreement to be signed with the Ministry of Finance. 


13 - On annulment of the preliminary permit or allocation due to lack of conformity with the conditions ( preliminary permit, allocation and agreement conditions ) defined by the Ministry, the allocated public land ( together with all constructed  items, notwithstanding their phase ) shall be transferred to the Treasury without the need of a court sentence or official notification. The stage of the construction is required to be defined by the courts, by the Ministry of Culture and Tourism and/or Ministry of Finance. 

All materials that are not used in the construction but stored on the land will be returned to the potential investor on self paid transfer cost condition. The potential investor has no right to claim indemnity or other rights from the Ministry and letter of guarantee shall be foreclosed to the treasury.


14 - Following the preliminary permit, companies granted allocation, and share holders of the incorporation to be established as required by the Specifications, shall not be entitled to transfer their shares to third persons unless approved by the Ministry, until obtaining of the tourism Operation License. In the event of transfers of shares to third persons without approval of the Ministry, preliminary permit/allocation is annulled and transactions are fulfilled in the line with the provisions of Article 13.


15 - During the preliminary permit and allocation period, the potential investor may not transfer the allocated land to third persons without approval of the Ministry. In the event of transfers without approval, Land Allocation and Tourism Investment and Tourism Operation Certificates are annulled and transactions are fulfilled in line with the provisions of Article 13.


16 - Land use decisions and capacity may be changed by the planning revisions made in accordance with Coast Law no. 3621, as amended by Law no. 3830 and relevant Implementation Regulations. The changes of leasing and the changes in the amounts connected to the letter of guarantee are reevaluated. Following the planning revisions, the land may become unsuitable to establish a facility under these conditions, transactions are fulfilled in line with the provisions of Article 9 and13. 


17 - Companies who have been given a preliminary permit shall receive a "Tourism  Investment Certificate" during the preliminary permit period in accordance with the direction of the decisions made regarding the land use plan and types and categories of the facilities as stated in the " Regulations for Tourism Facilities ".


18 - For those facilities  included  in these specifications and  principles
introduced as the "Indoor construction area and outdoor area arrangements" for the
calculation of the total cost of the investment during the allocation procedures;


a) Total investment cost of type of facilities that may be licensed in terms of the "Regulation for Tourism Investment and Facilities Qualities",


b) Costs found by multiplying the total indoor area by construction within the land in line with the base unit prices of that year,


c) Costs found by multiplying the total outdoor area arrangements with base unit prices of that year are added together and "total investment cost" of the facility to be realized on the allocated land is defined and 05% of this amount shall be collected as the lease fee for the first year.


19 – In the thermal facilities within the Culture & Tourism Protection &
Development Regions and Tourism centers; the provisions of the "Regulations to Use
Rights and Operation Procedures and provision of Thermal Waters Within Tourism
Areas    and     Centers"     published     in    the    official     newspaper    dated 31.12.1993 and number 21805 shall be implemented. 

20 – For the immovable properties under ownership of Forestry or Treasury for
Forest Land, Map for Existing Trees shall be approved from Ministry of Environment
and Forestry local branches and submitted to Ministry at the allocation stage.
Conditional cutdown of trees for realization of the facility is under permission   of
Ministry of Environment & Forestry.

21 – Pursuant  to the provision “the Forestry Fund Contribution share to be paid as per Annex Article 3, paragraph (c) of the Forestry Law No. 6831 for the Facilities with Tourism Investment Certificate, located  at forests, shall be collected in 5 equal installments as of the 3rd year following the allocation date” of Article 15 related with Installments of the Forestry Fund Contribution Share of the Tourism Incitement Law  no. 2634, as amended by the Law No. 4957 regarding the lands under forestry ownership, said amounts shall be paid to the related institution in the final allocation period by the investor. 


23- For the approval of general conditions of the specifications and special
conditions defined in the information portfolios by investor, the potential investor shall
submit a notarized letter of commitment. Failure in compliance with any one of the above conditions shall constitute cause for cancellation of the allocation. In this case, actions shall be realized as per articles 9. and 13 of the specifications.
